Kasongo Gui Kabeo is working with the

French-speaking Africans in the Milwaukee area.
He is from the Democratic Republic of Congo,
where he was ordained. His wife's name is Lea
and they have 4 children. They came to the US in
2001 and moved to the Milwaukee area in 2004.
He currently holds worship services at Benedic-
tion Lutheran Church in Milwaukee. Currently,

there are more than 75 members who speak
French, English and Swahili. Their weekly
worship attendance is between 50 to 60 people.
Vicar Kabeo receives training, not only from our
Seminary in St.Louis, but also from People of the
Book Lutheran Outreach, an organization that
assists ministries in reaching out to the Muslim
population. Some of Vicar Kabeo's members are
former Muslims.
